The Company has assessed the financial 
implications of these changes which has resulted in increase in gratuity and leave encashment 
liabilities by Rs.34.62 lakhs arising out of past service cost in the Statement of Profit and Loss 
for the year ended March 31, 2026. The Company continues to monitor the developments 
pertaining to Labour Codes and will evaluate impact if any on the measurement of the 
employee benefits liability. 

10. Figures for the previous periods have been regrouped, wherever necessary, to conform to the 
current period's classification. 

11. The Board of Directors at its meeting held on 22nd May, 2026 has recommended a final 
dividend of INR 4 (Rupees four only) per equity share on face value of Rupees 10 each 
i.e.( 40 % on the face value of INR 10 each) for the financial year 2025-26.

The Company has assessed the financial 
implications of these changes which has resulted in increase in gratuity and leave encashment 
liabilities by Rs.34.62 lakhs arising out of past service cost in the Statement of Profit and Loss 
for the year ended March 31, 2026. The Holding Company continues to monitor the 
developments pertaining to Labour Codes and will evaluate impact if any on the measurement 
of the employee benefits liability.
